Discussion Points are too lengthy at times, full paragraphs making lessons very large, difficult to instruct, and more complicated to manage.

Content of Discussion Points is too specific creating requirements for change input more frequently than normally required. (I.E. Phone Numbers, Desk Codes, Instructions)

Discussion points are amplified with reference information cut and pasted from this same material.  Reference material changes continuously so the information quickly outdates itself.   

FASOTRAGRULANT wants us to include personalization as part of the course and in there courses they personalize in the discussion point. (Ex.  Phone Numbers, Instruction Numbers and paragraphs of information).

See Reference NAVEDTRA 130 Volume 1, Pg 6-2-13   “The DP’s guide the instructors presentation so, normally, only key words or phrases are entered” not to be confused with personalization as outlined in the NAVEDTRA 134, there are four types of personalization that should be used to enhance the discussion point

Subject Matter Detail - Use this type if information to provide technical data such as purposes and description.

Instructional Techniques - Use carefully written questions, well-planned visual aids, or additional student/instructor activities to enhance the lesson.

Personal Experiences - Relate your own on the job experiences to the lesson to increase student interest.

Examples and Analogies - Self explained.

After Personalization is complete, CCMM or Course Monitor should review the lesson plan.  

Personalization should be done relative to the objectives of the lesson and not just cut and pasted.
